a. Sample Script for email or phone call engaging partners

community members. We are very close to reaching 70% of eligible people  living in Utah with

their first dose of the vaccine, and we need your help to reach the goal.

14,748 Utahns who identify as Black/African American have received the COVID-19 vaccine.

148,031 Utahns who identify as Hispanic/Latino have received the COVID-19 vaccine.

10,292 Utahns who identify as Native Hawaiian/Pacific Islander have received the COVID-19
vaccine.
